
Alert Distance Test Report

Procedure: Gary Hayman’s Alert Distance Test Procedure

GPS unit: Garmin 255W  SW Version 7.10 nuvi series S4_R3 V2

Experiment Set-Up: 

(1) All Custom POIs removed per procedure.

(2) Where to? > Extras produced a screen showing “No Data Available”.

(3) & (4) Determined coordinates: W103.03039   N 44.01048

(5) CSV file (created using Microsoft Notepad):

(6) Processed file using POI Loader 2.6.1 in Express mode.

(7) Nuvi 255W Tools >Settings > Proximity Points > Change > Audio > selected “Single Tone”.

The Test:

Test Date: April 16, 2011

Location: Highway 44 east of Rapid City, SD

The stretch of highway chosen is two-lane, straight and level, with a 65 mph speed limit. There are numerous turn outs to farm houses and field entrances.

When I was first approaching the test waypoint I saw that there was no traffic coming behind me so I slowed down to 25 mph. When the alert sounded, I took note that I was just past a mail box and pulled over. I placed a 5 gallon white bucket where I estimated I was when the alert sounded. The bucket was about 50 feet closer to the test point than the mail box.

I returned to a turnout that is about one mile away from the test point. From that turnout I approached the test point at speeds of 60, 50, 40, and 30 mph. Each time I approached the test point, the alert sounded after I passed the mail box and just before I came to the bucket. It looked to me to be exactly the same place each time.

Conclusion:

When approaching a speed alert point at various speeds above the set limit, the alerts sound at the same distance from the alert waypoint regardless of the approaching speed.
